Dr. Michele Anciaux Aoki, World Languages Program Supervisor OSPI

Our schools in Washington are filled with languages of the world, but we have not yet built a system to
prepare all students in our state to take those languages out into the world to use in academics,
business, the arts, trade, global development, and for personal enrichment. With the new definition of
basic education and Core 24 graduation requirements, all students will be given the opportunity to earn
two credits of world language for high school graduation. How do we maximize this opportunity,
especially for our English Language Learners, and ensure that we focus on getting more students to
higher levels of proficiency across all skills in a range of languages needed in the 21* century?

Identifying Disability vs. Language Difference and Strategies to Remediate

A growing number of students from diverse racial, cultural, and linguistic backgrounds have unique
learning needs as they acquire school English and adapt to the culture of the American educational
system. Among this diverse population of students are at-risk learners and learners with a variety of
disabilities. School professionals are held accountable for monitoring and assessing the degree to
which language learning is affecting academic achievement. The reauthorized IDEA, federal and state
law all require school personnel to establish and document language difference versus language
disorder and language learning difference versus learning disability. This situation presents school
districts and even the most experienced education professional with unique challenges and remains a
serious test of service proportionality in American schools. The needs of these diverse learners are not
being appropriately addressed when Adifference:q
speech pathology services and special education nor when students from diverse backgrounds are
denied special services when they have limited English proficiency. Both classroom and clinical
personnel are challenged as they adapt procedures and instruction to meet the educational needs of
these diverse learners. This workshop addresses the challenges facing both special and general
education professionals working with diverse learners with learning and behavior problems,
particularly language minority students, and provides an introduction to resolving the basic question of
whether the presenting problem is due to language difference or language disorder.

Dr. Wayne Thomas is Professor Emeritus of Evaluation and Research Methodology and Dr. Virginia Collier is
Professor Emerita of Bilingual/Multicultural/ESL Education, both retired from Georgsad University

(located in the metropolitan area of Washington, D.C.), where they served as professors in the doctoral and
masters programs for 24 years. They are best known for their research on school effectiveness for linguistically
and culturally divese students, having worked with school districts in all regions of the U.S. over the past 25
years. Spotlighted by the national and international media, their awaémnding national research studies have

had a substantial impact on school policies thraugithe world. Since 1988, Drs. Thomas and Collier have

been regularly interviewed by the popular media, with 153 published newspaper articles and interviews on
television and radio in the U.S. and abroad, reporting on their continuing research findothgp&pular

speakers, they have delivered almost 200 keynote speeches over the past 27 years, and they have published ovel
100 publications reporting on their research. Dr. Thomas is a former school administrator and Drs. Collier and
Thomas served as migdhnd high school teachers in Virginia and D.C. school systems before coming to

George Mason University.

Friday Afternoon: Bilingual/ESL Education: Evolving PracticesBilingual schooling has the potential and
power to enrich all instruction, but it needs to evolve to thrive in the constantly changing conditions of the 21st
century. We will focus on ways to enrich all types of bilingual programs, based on Thomas & Collier research
on program effectiveness from 1985-2008.

Saturday Morning: The Most Important Research Findings on Bilingual/ESL Educationin the past 17
years, a number of important research studies and meta-analyses have demonstrated the superior effectiveness of
schooling through two languages in quality, enrichment programs. Students attending dual language programs
far outscore those attending English-only programs. We will summarize this research, including the Thomas &
Collier national analyses.
